In addition to your 
completed application form, applicants must write a 1000 word 
essay. If you’re in year 9 or 10, the essay is to take the form of a 
letter starting with “Dear Prime Minister…” and must address a 
matter of international importance such as the environment or 
human rights, for example. If you’re in year 11 or 12 the essay is 
to address a topic of international importance but does not need 
to be in the form of a letter. 

3 Indigenous Scholarships
valued at up to $10,800 each

These scholarships are named after Fay Wilmerding who helped 
establish the student exchange industry in Australia during a career 
spanning more than 30 years. Three full scholarships valued at up 
to $10,800 each are available to eligible indigenous students from 
Australia and New Zealand.
